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President’s Message — Flag Desecration in 1904

My grandfather was a mining engineer and lived through the Colorado Labor Wars of 1903-04 in Colorado. As I was reading a book
about it, the author described how the Minor’s Union had used an American flag in an advertisement and overlaid it with lists of
military abuses. What surprised me was a Denver newspaper woman printed a call to action, declaring that “the SAR and other pa-
triotic societies have a mission to perform in putting a stop to the recent desecrations of the American flag by the nest of anarchists in
the Mining Exchange Building who have turned another trick by painting their foul lies on the flag of our country”. She was pleased
to note that the Sons had appointed a committee to file a complaint against the desecraters. She had met with the Denver DAR who
was organized around the issue and who’s “hobby was nothing less than the punishment of those who desecrate the American flag.”

Looking at the advertisement, this was the type of presentation you might see in a current political statement on the internet, on tele-
vision or in print. But the fervor it created in 1904 was substantial. My how times have changed.

The flag suit, once in court, was quickly settled but not to the satisfaction of the newspaper woman. She expressed her disgust with
the patriotic clubs: “Perhaps some day when the DAR is quite done telling each other how distinguished their several ancestors were,
they will do something about the flag law. Maybe, sometime in the dim and distant future when the Colonial Dames grow tired of
bragging about their fathers, there will be a law passed in the state that will make it possible for a citizen to show his honor for the
flag.” (Apparently the SAR was spared her wrath).

This story reflects the patriotic expectations that the public had of us in 1904 and the challenges to meet those expectations in 2010.
