General Fielding Lewis, Sr. of Kenmore, Fredericksburg, Virginia, born July 17, 1725, at Warner Hall and 
became one of the most successful planters in Fredericksburg.  His wife, Betty Washington was the only 
sister of George Washington.  Fielding was a Lieutenant Colonel in the Continental Army and then a General 
of the Virginia Line.  Although he did not lead troops, Fielding did produce rifles in his Fredericksburg  Gun 
Manufactory  for  the  Virginia  and  Continental  Armies.    This  was  his  major 
contribution to the war effort.   However, even with President George Washington as his brother-in-law, General Lewis could 
not get the Continental Congress to pay the invoice for the rifles he had supplied and Fielding lost his armory in 1783 and 
eventually his plantation due to this debt. General Lewis died in January 1782 at Fredericksburg, a man financially broken, but 
he never expressed regret for his contribution to the Revolutionary War.

The Undefeated

My  son,  Compatriot  Robert  Capps  III,  and  I  made  our 
traditional Memorial Day journey to Forest Hill Cemetery in 
Kansas City.  On top of a hill in the cemetery is a monument 
to  the  Confederates  and  the  grave  of  General  Joseph 
O. Shelby. 

What a surprise to learn that the John Wayne/Rock Hudson 
movie,  The Undefeated, was based on General Shelby and 
his men.  “In June 1865, rather than surrender, Shelby and 
approximately 1,000 of his remaining troops rode south into 
Mexico. For their determination not to surrender, they were 
immortalized as the undefeated.”

“Their  plan  was  to  offer  their  services  to  Emperor 
Maximilian  as  a  ‘foreign  legion.’ Maximilian  declined  to 
accept the ex-Confederates into his armed forces, but he did 
grant them land for an American colony in Mexico near Vera 
Cruz. The grant would be revoked two years later, following 
the  collapse  of  the  empire  and  Maximilian's  execution. 
Reportedly,  Shelby sank  his  battle  flag  in  the Rio  Grande 
River near present-day Eagle Pass, TX on the way to Mexico, 
rather than risk the flag falling into the hands of the Federals. 
The memory of Shelby and his men is used as a distant basis 
for  the  1969 John Wayne-Rock Hudson film by the  same 
name.”

I  was  fascinated  by the Partisan/Guerrilla  graves at  Forest 
Hill. While I had ancestors on both sides of the Civil War, my 
great-great-great-grandfather,  William  Gabbert,  led  a 
guerrilla unit. Of course, to find a Revolutionary War Patriot, 
we must journey through the Civil War period.
